SUBJECT: Adoption of Western Washington Storm Water Manual

1. Effective 1 October 2003 Fort Lewis Public Works will adopt as official policy the
Stormwater Management Manual for Western Washington prepared by the Washington
Department of Ecology (Publication 99-11). All projects started on and after this date
must comply with the requirements contained in the Manual with the exceptions
noted below:

a. All references to “local governments” will be interpreted to mean Fort Lewis. For
purposes of storm water this is the Water Office in the Environmental and Natural
Resources Division of Public Works.

b. The Fort Lewis Public Works Water Office will obtain a single National Pollutant
Discharge Elimination System (NDPES) Construction General Permit for all
construction activities on Fort Lewis. However, construction supervisors remain
responsible for the preparation of all required Storm Water Site Plans and Storm
Water Pollution Prevention Plans. The Public Works Water Office must approve these
plans prior to any land disturbance.

c. All construction sites with land disturbances of one acre or more will require
the preparation of a Storm Water Site Plan and/or a Storm Water Pollution Prevention
Plan as detailed in the Stormwater Management Manual for Western Washington.

d. All current storm water construction permits have expired. Supervisors of

ongoing projects that will continue beyond 1 October 2003 must coordinate with the
Public Works Water Office to ensure compliance under the new NPDES Construction

General Permit. )
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
